The Heart of Texas Chapter of
Threads of Love, sponsored by
ECR has reached a milestone of
having delivered over 20,000
handmade items to area hospitals
over the last six years. Threads of
Love is a sewing and needlework
outreach ministry meeting the
needs of tiny premature infants in
area Neonatal Intensive Care
Units.

In addition to serving premature
and sick babies, the group has
joined other chapters and reached
out to help clothe 130 orphans in
Honduras by making sun dresses
and shorts and tops this year. An-
other special project was to make
100 special pillows for children
attending Agape Bereavement
Camp.

The Heart of Texas Chapter
formed April 2004 and in January
of 2005, the sewing room in the
ECR Parish Hall was dedicated.
With grants from The Diocese of
Texas Women's and Children's
Outreach Grant and another from
The North Austin Medical Center
Auxiliary, the group was able to
fully equip the workroom. Volun-

teers meet and sew every Tues-
day during the school year and
cut back during the summer.

In addition to crocheted and knit-
ted blankets, caps and booties,
the members sew a number of
support items used as develop-
mental and positioning aides for
the tiny babies.

The primary focus is not only to
supply tiny clothing and blankets
to keep the infants warm. It is
about healing and binding to-
gether the hearts of the parents
at a time of uncertainty about
their babies health or when they
have lost an infant. Threads of
Love is about reaching parents at
a time in their life when they need
to be assured that God is there
and He is always faithful.

In addition to items for the prema-
ture infants, they also make tiny
burial garments and wrappers as
well as keepsake items for mem-
ory boxes for the ones too tiny or
sick to survive. This is also a min-
istry of reaching out and helping
families say their goodbyes and
bring closure to the loss of their
babies. The Heart of Texas

Chapter has been richly blessed
and was recently awarded a $1200.
grant by the Chaparral Women's
Club of Round Rock Texas.

Threads of Love is a national or-
ganization with over 100 chapters.
It is non-denominational and non-
profit and all items are distributed
to hospitals locally.

Threads of Love has something for
everyone. Volunteers are needed
and welcome to join us with sew-
ing, knitting, and crochet or by
helping with assembly and packag-
ing for distribution. Or you may
want to donate funds to purchase
fabric and yarn. And we ask that
you include this ministry and pre-
mature babies and their families in
your prayers.

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With Fr. Jim away for vacation, this edition
of the Radiant Cross provides a good opportu-
nity to help our members and friends know a lit-
tle more about our rector. Here is an updated bi-
ography of Fr. Jim.

Fr. Jim and his wife Lee Elena are recently
celebrating their twenty-second year together. They
met in St. Louis, Missouri where Jim was born and
raised, and near Lee Elena’s hometown of Monti-
cello, lllinois. Lee Elena is a Nurse Practitioner
working at a clinic in Elgin. Their three children are
Valerie, soon to be 20, Emily, 18, and Melanie, 15.
Fr. Jim attended a Lutheran elementary school and
credits his early education in this Christian environ-
ment as formative of his faith in God. It was there
that he began to sense a vocation from God to Holy
Orders.

Before attending college, Jim worked vari-
ously as a self-defense instructor (earning a black
belt in Chinese Kenpo), as a carpenter building cus-
tom homes, then as a laborer and/or department su-
pervisor at a variety of manufacturing companies.
Responding to a re-emerging sense of call, Fr. Jim
returned to church life in his mid-twenties. Having
drifted from the Lutheran Church of his childhood, he
looked up “Church” in the white pages of the phone
book. There he found a local Church of Christ con-
gregation listed and began attending worship ser-
vices. It was at this congregation that he was
blessed to meet Lee Elena Mathis, his wife-to-be.

The two were married in 1988, and headed off
to Abilene, Texas were Jim attended Abilene Chris-
tian University. Jim earned Bachelor of Arts degree
in Biblical Studies. In Abilene, Lee Elena and Jim
were blessed with their first daughter Valerie, and
then their second daughter Emily. It was also in Abi-
lene where the family found their spiritual home with
the Episcopal Church at Church of the Heavenly
Rest. Upon graduation, they moved to Boston, Mas-
sachusetts and Lee Elena resumed graduate work in
Nursing Education at the University of Massachu-
setts. While there, Jim earned a Master’s of Divinity

degree at Harvard University. They were blessed
in Boston with the birth of their third daughter
Melanie.

After graduation, Jim and his family moved
here to Austin, where Lee Elena began working
with Brackenridge Hospital and the Heart Hospital
of Austin. Jim worked at Austin State Hospital as a
chaplain intern in the hospital’s Clinical Pastoral
Education program.

We move into our future energized and guided
by the Spirit of the resurrected One, giving withess
to the Love of God for all. Christ is lively within this
community, in the sacraments of the Church ad-
ministered here, and in the sacramental people
that comprise our community. Jesus is moving us
further into the world around us, and through us is
moving ahead of us, to meet us there when we ar-
rive.”
